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Umar Siddique is prohibited from:

1) Engaging in any conduct, whether by himself or through any person, which
causes or is likely to cause, harassment, alarm or distress to any person
not of the same household as himself within the City of Nottingham or
inciting, aiding, abetting or encouraging others to cause harassment, alarm
or distress to any such person;

2) Going on to Burford Road, Winderemere Road and Laurie Avenue except
when crossing Laurie Avenue along Stanley Road or Russell Road without
stopping.

3) Associating, by being within 10 meters of any of the following persons, in
any public place within the City of Nottingham (map 1); Alim Din, Naveed
Khan, Shiban Ahmed, Shaban Bashir, Shakeel Hussain, Mosan
Ahmed. A place of worship and educational establishments are not public
places for the purposes of this order.

4) Threaten to damage property belonging to another, or inciting or
encouraging others to do so within the City of Nottingham.

5) Entering the Noel Street Leisure Centre or Noel Street, baths, Noel Street,
Hyson Green, Nottingham.
