Across Nottingham,
residents have raised the
problem of dog fouling on
pavements, public parks and
grass areas as a priority.

In response, Nottingham City
Council and Nottinghamshire
Police are working together
with their partners and local
residents to tackle this

issue, and make Nottingham
a safer and cleaner place

to live and work.

An initiative to tackle this anti-
social behaviour has begun.

It will target people who allow
their dogs to foul in your

area, by issuing them with
Fixed Penalty Notices of £50.
Failure to pay can result in a
maximum penalty of £1000.

“It’s every owner’s duty and legal
responsibility to clean up after their
dog. Unfortunately, some owners
ignore this fact and continue to allow
their dogs to foul in public spaces.
This makes our streets and parks
unpleasant and ruins it for those
people who are conscientious enough
to clean away their dog’s litter.”
